Where necessary, install a guy wire from the top of the riser, to a rafter, to secure the
riser against the strain of the service wires. All load bearing risers must be capable
of withstanding a 15001b pull.

Inside main fused disconnect(s) shall be within 10 “wire” feet of meter base. Where
the fused main disconnect(s) are located outside, they shall be placed immediately
adjacent to the meter base. Outside fused main disconnect(s) shall be rain tight.
Ground wire installed in metal conduit, must be bonded at both ends to grounding
conductor. Service may be grounded at panel or meter base but not both. Install
ground rod and attach ground wire to rod with a one-bolt ground rod clamp (water

pipe clamps not acceptable). Reference local requirements for ground rod
installation.
